His involvement with North Korea's Kim Chaek University of
Technology since 2007 led to North Korea's first diﬁital library in 2003. As Series Editor of LEXiH%DI‘I Studies on Korea's Place in International Relations.” he is
wnrkingi with scholars to produce five books annually, including his own The Two Korean Wars and Metamaorphosis of US-Korea Relations. Han earned a Ph.D. in
political science from Syracuse University in 1997,
