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Objectives and Origins of
Reconciliation Studies

The project, entitled “The Creation of Reconciliation Studies” has
been set up to gather scholars in Japan and to reconcile disputes over
historical issues in East Asia. This project aims eventually to have an
age when people will grow capable of imagining reconciliation be-
tween nations in the same way as nation itself is being imagined. It
does not mean that we ignore reconciliation amongst citizens outside
the context of nationalities. We instead consider the possibilities of
imaginable reconciliation between nations in order to accelerate the
reconciliation amongst citizens itself. Thus, this project will explore
the social conditions in which the concept of imaginable reconciliation
can be possible, all through forming an intellectual framework as a first
step.

Just as a nation relies on shared understandings of itself within the
minds of its people, we aim to analyze and pursue the societal condi-
tions that can make people capable of imagining reconciliation among
nations. Simultaneously, this research aims to construct the intellectual
infrastructure needed to bring about such shared understandings. By
doing so, while expanding the field of the global intellectual commu-
nity, we aim to proactively fulfill the responsibilities of the intellectual
community that may contribute to expanding the social foundation for
supporting the concept of imaginable reconciliation, and make avail-
able the results of the new study to global society.

This project not only explores social conditions, which could get
peoples to be capable of imagining reconciliation between nations, but
also proposed to disseminate a open source on-line dictionary to the
public as one of its social activities, entitled ‘Dictionary of Reconcili-
ation and dispute of East Asian Historical Issues’. This on-line dictio-
nary will be a resource in which leading scholars and researchers will
explain the ways and processes in which history-related social issues
came to be disputed, while including a wide range of links to primary
sources. This project ultimately aims to create new studies of recon-
ciliation as academic institutions through education, publications and
forming robust intellectual networks.

The term ‘Reconciliation Studies’ was first proposed by Professor
Emeritus Kazuko Mouri, who superintended a large project in Asian
Studies at Waseda University. Professor Sumio Hatano also had initiat-
ed the creation of ‘International Relations Studies towards Reconcili-
ation’ in 2008. Now, united together under young scholars’ leadership,
we have launched the ‘Pioneering Research Programme’ in Waseda
University since July 2017, supported by the Ministry of Education,
Culture, Sports, Science and Technology of Japan. Reconciliation
Studies, as we envision it, recognizes the centrality of nation-states in
the contemporary world. At the same, this academic initiative proac-
tively engages this undeniable reality through even-keeled scholarly
inquiries. Where is the world headed? Where does our future lie? It is
our hope that our new scholarly endeavor will continue to shape these
and other relevant questions.

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Methods and Organizations for

Reconciliation Studies

In our effort to create Reconciliation Studies, we seek to construct a
new intellectual framework to explain the unique historical and soci-
etal contexts within East Asia, in conjunction with transitional justice
theory and conflict resolution studies which would be reformed within
these East Asian contexts. In explaining the unique context, we must
creatively integrate insights drawn from two scholarly taproots. One
is theories of nationalism developed by international scholars such as
Ernest Gellner, Anthony D. Smith, and Benedict Anderson, and the
other is area studies of East Asia that engaged the process of democ-
ratization achieved rapidly after the late 1980’s. Based upon conflict
resolution studies which would be reformed into the unique context of
East Asia, we aim to create wider and deeper foundations for Reconcil-
iation Studies.

With the aim of disseminating to the rest of the world the idea of
new reconciliation studies from East Asia, planning research teams
has been established. The team’s structure is not divided along disci-
plinary lines, but is based on the four different subjects of research on
which whey will focus their arguments.

Empirical analysis of the real world will be performed by the Politics
and Diplomacy Team and the Citizen Activism Team, and analysis
based on symbols and discourses will be performed by the Network
of Historians Team and the Cultural Reconciliation & Memory Team.
After making connections between different levels of the practice
and the norm, the Thought & Theory Team will explore the over-
all concept of justice within the context of the unique historical and
cultural characteristics of East Asia. The General Management Team
will oversee collaboration between the five teams and their research,
internationally disseminating its accomplishments to search for social
conditions under which peoples would be capable of imagining recon-
ciliation between nations.

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Introduction of the General Management Team
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The General Management Team is responsible for the Research Advi-
sory Committee and internal and external collaborations with foreign
research partners. It also serves as the International Activity Support
Team. We will use the U.S.-Japan Research Institute, a joint office in
Washington D.C. supported by 9 universities, to organize global sym-
posiums. Additionally, by partnering with the Top Global University
Project and the Center for International Reconciliation Studies, we
will invite experts in conflict resolution studies to Japan and engage in
continuous dialog. Through these initiatives, we will further expand
our research network.

The General Management Team will also, via a open call for ap-
plicants, recruit and nurture young researchers who possess both en-
thusiasm and the ability to conduct dispassionate debate, so creating
a research network that transcends generations. We will overturn the
traditions of history researcher’s training system in East Asia, with their
enduring tendency to raise researchers in silos, and put in place an
environment that develops young researchers who can discuss, with
a theoretical framework, what should be selected as history and how
each national history functions in the national society.

Message from the Team Leader
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Conflict and resolution are pragmatic issues in the lives of human
beings. As long as conflict and resolution are conditions of the human
race, it will always exist to some extent. Owing to this, we attempt to
create a stable social life through reconciliation. However, if there are
conflicts, the latent structural violence of society becomes apparent. In
this case, we can oppose reconciliation, and then step towards making
society a better place through a movement aiming for realistic reform.
The significance of exploring conflicts within a context of thought
and theory is not only in bringing about realistic resolution, but also in
formulating a better society in-between an idea of reconciliation and
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anti-reconciliation.

Abstract

This team will be divided into four disciplines to conduct multitiered studies: political
thoughts; the history of international politics; conflict resolution studies; and memory studies.
The first discipline analyzes how the issues of conflict, resolution and justice were theorized
and practiced in a context of comparative studies between the West and the East. It will focus
on comparisons between Asian religious thoughts such as Confucianism and Buddhism and
the ideas of Western conflict resolution studies and peace studies. The second field explores
the characteristics of conflict and the potential of reconciliation in East Asia within the histor-
ical context of nation state building in this region. It theoretically examines the significance
of East Asia’s transformation from a pre-modern order to the modern system of international
law by focusing on the societal unification and reconciliation of people. The third discipline
analyzes current situations and issues of conflict resolution in East Asia by analysing the pos-
sible adaptation of transitional justice discourses. The fourth subject theoretically examines
current issues over the interpretation of history in East Asia as memory disputes, which cannot
be dealt with within the theoretical framework of empirical historical studies. By doing so, it
aims to create a theoretical foundation of new history, which explicates the multi-dimensional
aspects of memory and emotion. Ultimately, this team will organize the outcomes of research
through these four disciplines and will disseminate a basic theory of ‘Reconciliation Studies’ to
the world.

Message from the Team Leader

Abstract

Citizen activism is extremely important in resolving conflicts stem-
ming from history between social groups. Citizen activists galvanize
public opinion, propose and demand administrative policies, support
judicial settlements, and even provide spiritual care for victims, his-
torical inquiries and their disseminations often rely on voluntary civic
engagement. Through collecting, organizing, and analyzing the written
documents and statements of the citizen activists and related parties
that have continued these activities and conducting participant obser-
vation of these activities, the civic movement group will examine the
significance and possibilities of citizen activism for reconciliation and
take a look at various resolutions of historical issues.

"This research group will comprehensively investigate issues that were not sufficiently resolved through reconciliation
between governments and the citizen activism that took place in response. In addition to understanding and analyzing
the specific roles of civic mobilization (this not only refers to collective political activism to actualize policies, but also
civic mobilization on a wider scale, such as the discovery of historical evidence and the hosting of memorial and com-
memorative ceremonies) in the reconciliation of conflicts and discord between nationalities and ethnic groups result-
ing from past human rights violations, along with the issues, challenges, and possibilities that newly arise, we will also
present observations on the ideal role of citizens towards inter-societal resolutions.

Additionally, we will pursue historical evidence regarding violent harm and damage inflicted by authoritarian re-
gimes in colonial rule, aggressive wars, and cold wars, build trusting relationships with related civic organizations, and
share research results with society and citizens in the following ways while exchanging ideas for research plans.

Moreover, we will collect documentary records and interview key personnel from advocacy organizations (including

organizations with transnational relationships) seeking reconciliation in Japan, Korea, China, and Taiwan, conduct

Message from the Team Leader

Our research team examines the role and the limits of historical con-
versations and networks of historians. We aim to contribute to the
construction of interdisciplinary Reconciliation Studies within a his-
torical context. Since the 1990s, historians’ networks have developed
dialogue on both the governmental level and civil society level. They
have become an intellectual nucleus of international exchange in East
Asia in the context of reconciliation. We would like to examine the
role of these movements and how they had an impact on international
reconciliation. In addition, we also analyze thoughts and actions of in-
tellectuals and historians, who act as contributors to the reconciliation

movement, within the aspect of their actions and theories.

Abstract

In East Asia, ‘reconciliation’ within a governmental level framework had taken place to a cer-
tain degree by the 1970s. However, at a civic level, it could not bring about reconciliation. We
believe this is because the ‘knowledge’ of historians (intellectuals) did not function enough.
Owing to this, we will examine the meaning of networks of historians (intellectuals).

In order to accomplish this project, this team conducts the following types of research. First,
it will analyze manuscripts of leading historians from each nation. This research explores their
works, which focus on historical recognition within the context of the relationships amongst
governments and those of societies. It will also conduct interviews with these historians. This
research will pursue a view point of intellectuals on the relationships between scholarship, pol-
itics, and diplomacy with a politics and diplomacy team. Second, this research divides each na-
tions’ historians in three groups in accordance with the period: ‘post-war historians,” ‘post-Cold
War historians,” and ‘transnational historians.” This research examines the scholarship of each
group, and investigates potential and limits of mutual understanding brought about by histori-
ans, who go beyond the conceptual framework of the nation state. Third, this project plans to
have pragmatic conversations amongst national historians, who play a significant role to create
historical recognition in each nation. By doing this, this research multilaterally analyzes the
potential and function of a ‘knowledge community.” It will reveal factors that led to the break-
down of achieving reconciliation — diplomatic normalization - at the governmental level after
the 1980s. We believe that this project will be able to develop a network of national historians,
whose research has an impact of the creation of historical recognition in each nation state.

Abstract

This research project will explore what sort of national memory has been constructed upon
past wars in East Asia and Japanese colonial rule, through the mass media such as publications,
broadcasts, movies, and the Internet, as well as how this has been transformed, reproduced,
and retold by the media and accepted by the people. These questions will be addressed
through analysis of symbols and discourse emulated in the media, and through interviews with
individuals involved in its productions.

As an issue that needs to be dealt with through concrete inquiry, we will systematize mech-
anisms by which public memory and symbols within national society generate resistance and
conflict regardless of national boundaries or differences in ethnicity and religion, and will
clucidate the trajectories of efforts to share national memories worthy of the label “culture of
reconciliation” that goes beyond these differences to broaden empathy (as seen in co-hosting
of World Cup soccer, co-production of television dramas, and other examples).

As concrete methods, we expect, first to perform a comparative study of symbols in Asia
and Japan related to Japan’s colonial rule, the Sino-Japanese War, and the War in the Pacific,
as depicted in the East Asian media and in Japan’s popular media from the 1950s onward; and
then to perform a comparative study of how efforts toward reconciliation between Japan and
East Asian nations have been reported and depicted. On the basis of these studies, we hope to
present the prospects for the formation of media that broadens sympathy for remediation.

The development of Reconciliation Studies will be conducted with a focus on the four actors that underpin national justice: governments,
historians, citizen activists, and popular culture.

Today’s unstable international exchange is symbolized by the figure in the lower left. Even if each actor cooperates with the others, they are
at the mercy of public sentiment.

The difference between the small figure in the bottom left and the large figure in the center is whether or not universal justice is used for
national justice, and whether or not a multilayered relationship between actors in several levels has been created within which it is not
possible for national justice to go it alone without others.

“Creation of Reconciliation Studies” Symposium:

Immediately following the adoption of the new Reconciliation
Studies research department on Saturday, July 22, 2017, the Cre-
ation of Reconciliation Studies Symposium was held at Waseda
University. Representatives from the field gave a synopsis of their
research and objectives. The representatives of each group then
continued with their individual research plans and aspirations. In-
vited advisers included Professor Emeritus Kazuko Mori (Waseda
University), Professor Satoshi Amako (Waseda Graduate School of
Asian-Pacific Studies at the time), and Professor Tadashi Kimiya
("Tokyo University Graduate School of Arts and Sciences Research
Department), who discussed what societal roles their projects
should play as well as their aspirations and personal background

in relationship to their projects. The advisors also discussed the
current significant changes in domestic and international political
affairs and case studies of past large-scale projects.

International Symposium

“Towards the Creation of Reconciliation Studies”:

On December 16, 2017, the international symposium titled “To-
wards the Creation of Reconciliation Studies” (sponsored jointly
by the Top Global University Project and Waseda Asia Global
Studies) was held at Building 22, Room 201 of Waseda University.
Representative of the field, Professor Toyomi Asano, presented
the keynote speech entitled “T'hree Foundations of Reconcilia-
tion.” Professor Barack Kushner (Cambridge University Faculty
of Asian and Middle Eastern Studies) gave a talk entitled “The
Uniqueness of East Asia,” focusing mainly on the "Iribunals for
the Far East and Japanese prisoners of war in the Soviet Union in
addition to the historic background and difficulties facing reconcil-
iation. Professor Tatsushi Arai (George Mason University Fellow
and International Training Graduate School) gave a talk on new
images of reconciliation based on the experiences of researchers
and practitioners of conflict resolution studies.

The afternoon round table discussion entitled “The Ideological
Pursuit of True Reconciliation” was emceed by Professor Naoyuki
Umemori (Waseda Faculty of International Research and Edu-
cation), and featured Associate Professor Ki-jeong Nam (Seoul
National University Institute for Japanese Studies), Dr. Lungchih
Chang (Academia Sinica Institute of Taiwan History, Deputy
Director), and Dr. Shukuko Koyama (Waseda Center for Interna-
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tional Education, lecturer). During the session they discussed the
question of how we speak to people who insist there is only one
justice, even if we assume that there are several possible justices.

Following an intermission, a round table entitled “Reconcili-
ation from a Practical and Realistic Perspective of Conflict Res-
olution Studies” was held, with Professor Yuji Uesugi (Waseda
Faculty of International Research and Education) as emcee, and
participants Professor Jin-gu Cho (Korea University Peace and
Democracy Institute), Dr. Seon-yeon Lee (Otago University Cen-
ter for Peace Resolution Studies, Director), and Dr. Ria Shibata
(research fellow at the same center). Based on their respective en-
gagement with reconciliation studies in practice and research, the
participants shared their points of view on East Asia nationalism,
and their hopes for the establishment of reconciliation studies and
the issues we need to overcome to achieve said goal.
